01 October 2009. | arrived back home on Sat. afternoon the 26™ of Sept.having left home the previous
Tues. aft. | stayed with my cousin in Janesville, Wl where | dropped off my beautiful Impala at the Fagan
Chevrolet Cadillac dealership. | will probably see a lot of impalas here but they won't be gray and have
rubber tires!
